The DCPHD received a Statewide 
Health Improvement Program (SHIP) Grant 
from the Minnesota Department of Health to 
work on reducing obesity, tobacco use, and the 
incidence and cost of related chronic diseases 
such as heart disease, cancer, stroke and diabe-
tes.  The Minnesota Department of Health 
included community gardens as one of their 
interventions based on evidence that commu-
nity gardens are a great way to improve nutri-
tion & increase physical activity.

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Health Kits Aplenty!  Health Kits Galore! 
 

A big thank you to all of you who made health kits for Haiti.  
We made our goal with a little help from Rosemount UMC.  
Our friendly contest with Anoka UMC paid off  big because 
you stepped right up and donated more than 1000 health kits!  
Did you see them all stacked up in the Narthex?  Incredible!  
Wonderful!   
 
Just last week, we loaded up all the health kits from Advent 
with kits from several other United Methodist churches in 
Minnesota and we headed down to the Midwest Mission Dis-
tribution Center in Chatham, Illinois driving a 16õ Penske 
truck.  When we arrived, we unloaded over 3000 health kits 
onto pallets and they were weighed.  Our total was 3000 lbs.   
 
Volunteers at the Midwest Mission Distribution Center will 
open all the kits and check them so they are all uniform and 
repack them for shipment.  Theyõll then make a trip to the 
Sager Brown UMCOR distribution center in Louisiana where 
theyõll be readied and then shipped to Haiti.  Things move 
pretty fast so it wonõt be long before the people in Haiti have 
their kits. 
 
I had never been to the Midwest Distribution Center before.  
What a place!  It is big warehouse out in a cornfield.               
It is huge!  Floor to ceiling there are pallets of health kits, lay-

ette kits, flood buckets, and other relief supplies.  The sup-
plies are shrink wrapped onto the pallets so they are ready 
for shipment.   
 
There is also a huge section of bikes.  They receive bikes 
which are then repaired and sent out all over the world.  
They just recently opened a wood shop where they were 
making school desk kits.  All the parts are cut, numbered, 
assembled to make sure they fit exactly and then taken 
apart and assembled into a compact kit for shipping.  In-
structions for these desks are available for people to make 
all over the country and then shipped to the center to be 
sent out. 
 
Lyndy (my husband) and I also toured the dorms they pro-
vide for housing volunteers.  They were very nice.  It would 
be fun to take a group from Advent down to Illinois to 
volunteer.  I think an intergenerational trip might be nice so 
families could bring children with if they wanted.  There is 
also a camping area right outside the dorms.  Let me know 
if you are interested in this so I see if there is enough inter-
est to get a group signed up.  Advent staff member Lori 
McBride has brought volunteer teams to MMDC and indi-
cated sheõd be delighted to do so again if anyone is inter-
ested. 
 
It is a joy to be your pastor.  What a blessing it is to share 
ministry with such a generous and enthusiastic congrega-
tion!  God is good, all the time.
